Information Items:
Housing Statutes Amendment Act, 2026, Rather than addressing issues piecemeal, Alberta’s government is proposing a single, comprehensive package of changes that reflects how interconnected municipal systems are. The proposed amendments are organized around five themes:
• growth and housing – how communities expand;
• assessment and property tax – how services are paid for fairly;
• governance and accountability – who is responsible and to whom;
• municipal transparency – how municipalities make decisions and operate day to day; and
• public institutions – how essential public services are governed and protected.
Together, these five themes form a coherent approach to modernizing municipal legislation, solidifying local governance, and supporting communities across Alberta.

Updates to the Assessment Review Model - Most regulated property assessment models (e.g., wells, pipelines, telecom, power systems, machinery, railways) haven’t been updated since 2005. Although reviewed in 2020, no changes were made at that time.
	Key decisions: 
	               •Standardize assessment rates where possible to improve predictability 
	               •Update models regularly to reflect technological and construction changes 
	 •Clarify when construction is considered complete and improve consistency in cost  inclusion, including adjustments for remote-area labour costs 
 •Introduce penalties for owners who fail to provide required assessment information on time	
The new rules will take effect for the 2027 tax year and apply to properties built or expanded after that. They will also guide future model updates. Significant assessment changes are not expected in 2027–2028 as a result of these policies.
